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Q: Intent is to not split up components; just to have one contractor to meet all these objectives?
A: Yes. Proposes can form teams to meet objectives, but proposals that address only one element in the RFP will not be considered.
Q: Funding is $490,000 over two years?
A: Each year there would be 245,000. Second year funding based on results of the first year, but also funding availability because our budgets are approved on a year-to-year basis.
Q: Will GCMRC provide personnel for field help? This could greatly affects personnel costs
A: One possibly two people helping. Providing 4-5 people will not occur. The initial downstream trip and the tagging we would want at least one, possibly two people to participate. There would be involvement in analysis or coauthoring papers.
Q: Whose the GCMRC biologist that will spend 40-50% of their time on the project?
A: It would be a term biologist and that person has not been ID’d yet.
Q: How much flexibility would we have for us to think about incorporating things we already do, things we are already contracted for. How much flexibility?
A: what we put in the RFP is an idea, and if you have an alternative idea, it would be considered. If it gets to these objectives, we could consider it.
Q: When we are talking about tagging down the 75 mm, would you providing pit tags or standard biomark tags?
A: We would use the standard biomark tags. It may be a little easier to have a smaller tag (8mm) in the fish, but putting them in and out is the same (uses the same gauge needle). If we are finding really small fish, we could use the 8 mm tags, but right we are thinking we could use the 12 mm tags.
