Dear Barb;

Enclosed please find a hard copy and an electronic copy of the 2001 annual report from the integrated terrestrial monitoring project (Assistance Award 01 WRAG 0044).  We realize this is a bit more complex than the 15 – 20 page document you described in the memo you sent out regarding the format of this year’s report, but we felt that there was more information which needed to be included than would fit in a shorter document.  

As you requested last week, we changed the format of some of the figures, and included an overall set of graphs summarizing geomorphic and hydrologic effects (figures 31 and 32).  It does not appear from these that the faunal collapse of Marble Canyon has occurred, at least in terms of bird and vegetation species richness.  

As of today, we have received only one reply from the tribal stakeholders.  Kerry Christensen of Hualapai DNR has sent a short letter reviewing the draft we sent out earlier.  However, we have not yet heard from representatives of Hopi or Paiute, and did not want to wait any longer before submitting this report.  We will submit their combined reports as a separate document when they are all available.

We’ve also enclosed a CD with an electronic version of this document (MS Word 9.0 / 2000 format) and a MS PowerPoint presentation with all of the figures from the document.  The latter will make it easier to move figures directly into your own presentations and reports.
