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INTRODUCTION:

An eight (8) day rivertrip was conducted in conjunction
with the Glen Canyon Environmental Studies (GCES) Glen
Canyon Dam -Environmental Impact Statement (GCD-EIS)
résource studies and the Hualapai Tribe, Wildlife
Management, Cultural Resources Division from July 30,

1993 to August 6, 1993.

The rivertrip launched at Lee’s Ferry River Mile (RM) O
and ended at Diamond Creek (RM) 225. on the Hualapai

Reservation.

The purpose of the rivertrip was to involve the Hualapai
Elders of the Tribe to provide on-site interpretations of
the cultural resources of the Grand Canyon and Colorado

River Corridor.

The follow1ng objectives for the rlvertrlp were:

. to show the Hualapai Elders cultural resource sites in
the Colorado River Corridor that may have impacts from
the Glen Canyon Dam water releases.

. to obtain input from the Hualapai Elders of'tﬁe
significance of the cultural resource sites from a

Hualapai cultural and traditional point'¢f view.
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. to identify native plant species and their significance
to Hualapai cultural usages.

. to identify place names in Hualapai language of areas
in the canyon.

. to gather knowledge through oral history on the
significance of the canyons, rivers, and springs.

. to gather knowledge through oral history of past
relationships with other tribes that utilized the Grand
Canyon.

. to obtain feedback from Elders on how the Hualapai
Tribe should proceed in the management of the cultural
resources and other natural resources in the Grand

Canyon as related to the GCES.

LOGISTICS:

Two (2) pre river-trip meeting were held for the wildlife
Management Department-Cultural Resources Staff,
prospective elder passengers and resource personnel. The
first meeting was held on July 19, 1993 at the wildlife
Management Building in Peach Springs, Az. The second
meeting was held on July éé, 1993 at the GCES Offices in
Flagstaff, Az. The meetings provided for the opportunity
to meet the resource technical assistants who were
scheduled to participate with the Hualapai Elders on the

rivertrip.
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The resource technical assistants presented the various
resource components of the GCES GCD-EIS. The conmponents
covered beach erosions, cultural sites studies,
fisheries, a brief history of the pre-dam and post dam

environment and fluctuating flows of the study area.

The river trip preparations took six (6) weeks prior to
the launch date, not to mention the fifty (50) day
advance request for the river trip through the GCES
Office. Confirmations of commitments from the Elders were
the most important that took continuous follow-up. The
initial Trip Itinerary was revised three times and the
final draft almost best suited the projected schedule

(refer to appendix).

The turn out of the elders signed up for the river trip
V B

scheduled to start from Lee’s Ferry was 100%. The crew

left Peach Springs, Az. on July 29, 1993 to spend the

night in Flagstaff, Az.

on July 30, 1993, the crew was transported from

Flagstaff, Az. to Lee’s ferry via an Oars Inc. shuttle

'bus.

Scheduled pick-up points along the river corridor set the
pace of our rivertrip, and these pick up points included

Phantom Ranch on Aug. 02, Havasu Creek on Aug. 03, and
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the helicopter shuttle at Whitmore Pad on Aug. 04.

The weather was quite pleasant, the highest temperature
rose to 104 degrees on the hottest day, and mild weather
greeted the crew on the day arriving at National Canyon
(NE Hualapai Boundary Line). On the night after
experiencing Lava Falls Rapid, an intense storm blew
through camp with wind speeds up to 45 mph along with

lightning, thunder and rain.
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
